· Keys are to be in your possession whenever you are in an enclosure.  Keys are not transferable to other individuals.  Keys issued for daily use are to be returned to the MCR daily.  Long term issued keys may be retained for the duration of the shutdown and returned to the MCR upon completion of your shutdown work.  If you loose your enclosure entry key, contact the MCR ASAP.  This is our best chance to retrace where the key may have been lost.


· Air packs and O2 monitors not permanently assigned to individuals are to be returned to the MCR daily.


· Enclosure doors are not to be propped open.

· Task managers are responsible for insuring that all personnel in their work crews perform LOTO.  In addition, task managers need to have contact information for each member of their work crew.  This is necessary to expedite contacting personnel for removal of LOTO locks inadvertently left after completion of work for accelerator startup activities.


· All LOTO locks must have a DANGER DO NOT OPERATE tag affixed to the lock and at a minimum the printed name of the individual applying the lock and phone number.  PLEASE make sure the owner of each LOTO lock can be identified.

· LOTO locks are available from the stockroom, stock number 1268-500500.  Job lock boxes are available from the AD ES&H Department.  

· All personnel entering the beamline enclosures are required to read and sign the appropriate Radiation Work Permit (RWP).  RWP's do not need to be resigned for the duration of the shutdown.

· Temporary TLD badges are available from the Communications Center.  Pocket dosimeters are available from the stockroom.  T&M contractors will receive their TLD and dosimeter through the FESS T&M Office.


· All jobs where the total dose received to all workers involved may exceed 200 mRem must have a written ALARA Plan. Contact AD Radiation Safety soon if your jobs potentially are in this category for details.
· Keep daily pocket dosimeter records.  No employee or contractor may receive more than 100 mRem dose in any week without RSO approval.  Task managers are asked to turn in weekly dosimeter reports for members of their work crew to AD ES&H on the Monday following the previous week.


· All material removed from any beamline must be surveyed for radioactivity.  Any material that is 50 counts above background (background must be 50 counts or less) on a frisker is considered radioactive.  If in doubt, call the RSO for assistance.


· There will be numerous power outages during the shutdown.  Make sure your work crews know the scheduled power outages for each week.

· There is a wide assortment of personnel protective equipment available from the ES&H Department and the stockroom.

Hand - Leather gloves for handling sharp objects.  Chemical resistant gloves are available from the ES&H Department.
Ear - 
Ear plugs or muffs.
Eye -
There are many types of safety eyewear available: glasses, goggles, wrap around goggles, brazing glasses, and face shields.
Head - Hard hats and bump caps.

Foot -
Safety shoes
· If possible, use mechanical lifting equipment when moving heavy objects.  If heavy objects must be moved (pushed, pulled, or lifted) manually, use at least two people and use proper lifting techniques remember to lift with your legs rather than your back.


· The enclosures will have pedestrian traffic.  Reduce cart or vehicle speed when near work crews or enclosure entrances. 

· Use only equipment that you have been trained and authorized to use.  Ask for assistance from an experience operator when it comes to equipment you are not familiar with or qualified on, such as cranes, forklift, machine shop equipment, etc.
